RESOLUTIONS OF THE WORKING COMMITTEE
Reservations for the Muslims

The Second Conference of the Jamiat Ulama, Andhra Pradesh feels that after independence of the country the Muslims have been lagging behind every sections of the Society including Dalits and Backward Classes in all walks of life. Their representation in the Government and Semi Government sectors has become negligible. The complaints of their being ignored in the fields of education and employment are common. On the one hand they do not get admissions into the higher and professional courses easily and on the other hand justice is not done to them in employment sector. Justice Sri Ranganath Misra Commission and R. S. Sacchar Committee, appointed by the Union Government, have rightly pointed out their backwardness and recommended various remedial measures for their upliftment including reservation to them in education and employment. The Jamiat Ulama, Andhra Pradesh demands that reservation be accorded to Muslims in education, employment and other fields in the ration of their population. Reservations to the Muslims should also be provided in local bodies and municipal bodies. Necessary legislation should be made in the Parliament. 
Terrorism and Defamation of Muslims

The Jamiat Ulama, Andhra Pradesh condemns terrorism in every form and demands severe punishment to the individuals who commit acts of terrorism as per law of the land. At the same time the Jamiat condemns that the plots to link Muslims and Islam with terrorism. Terrorism, murders and killing of innocent people are crimes in the eyes of Islam, which can never be pardoned. The 29th Annual Conference of Jamiat Ulama I Hind, held in November 2008 in Hyderabad was attended by 6000 Islamic Scholars who signed a decree (Fatwa0 against terrorism.

Jamiat Ulama, Andhra Pradesh has observed that certain forces are plotting to target Muslims community in the name of terrorism to defame and demoralize them. Innocent youth are being victimized by falsely implicating them in such cases. The investigating agencies of the country have found the real culprits and have charge sheeted them. This fact reveals that Muslim youth are not at all involved in such inhumane and anti national activities. The Jamiat demands the administration, particularly the police department not to declare the identity of the accused and suspects till conclusion of the investigation.
The Jamiat Ulama, Andhra Pradesh demands immediate passage of the anti Communalism bill in the Parliament at the earliest. In more than 46, 000 communal riots since partition the Muslims had to bear the loss of lives and properties. The Jamiat also demands that the district administration should be held responsible for riots of communal nature and action should be initiated against them.

Exemption of Deeni Madrasas from RTE

The Jamiat Ulama, Andhra Pradesh demands that Muslim Deeni Madrasas should be exempted from the purview of Right to Ediucation Act, as it has apprehensions that the law would be counter productive for the Deeni Madrasas and it would affect their identity. It may be clarified that these Madrasas offer free education along with free food and hostel facilities to the lakhs of students belonging to the poorer sections of the society. These Madrasas do not get any fund from the Government as well and rely on the donations and contributions from the community itself. It demands that amendment should be made in the Act.

Facilities to Deeni Madrasas students

The Jamiat Ulama, Andhra Pradesh demands that the facilities offered to the students of educational institutions such as Railways and RTC bus passes etc be extended to the students of the Muslim Deeni Madrasas, who belong to poor Muslim families. LPG, Electricity and water should be supplied to them on concessional rates.
Protection of Wakf Properties

The Jamiat Ulama, Andhra Pradesh demands that concrete steps should be taken for protection and development of the Wakf Properties in the state. Though the properties are spread in the nook and corners of the state and the country, they are mismanaged, and they are being used as personal properties. The Jamiat demands that the Union and the State governments either to vacate the Wakf Properties under their possession or pay the rent as per market value. The Jamiat demands necessary amendments in the Wakf Act of 1995. 

The Jamiat also demands that the income from the Wakf Properties in a particular district should compulsory be utilized on the educational, welfare and developmental activities of the Muslims of that particular area. We also demand that the amount drawn from the districts and spent in other areas should immediately be returned to the respective area.

Area Development Fund of MPs & Legislators

The Jamiat Ulama, Andhra Pradesh demands that the Members of Parliament and other legislators should spent at least 20% of their Area Development Fund in the Muslims dominated areas. It has been observed that normally these areas are being neglected by the people’s representatives, due to which they always remain backward.

Publicity of welfare schemes in Urdu language

The Jamiat Ulama, Andhra Pradesh demands that all the welfare and developmental schemes of the government should be publicized in the Urdu language. Pamphlets, posters and booklets about these schemes should be published in Urdu language. Campaign should be run in the Urdu language. Camps of Minority Departments should be conducted in the district and towns.

Special package for Muslim dominated areas

The Jamiat Ulama, Andhra Pradesh demands that special package should be announced in the areas dominated by the Muslim Community and developmental activities should be carried on in these areas. Institutions such as SETWIN should be set up in such areas and job oriented training in various vocations should be provided to the Muslim youth. Direct loans should be sanctioned by the APSMFC to the unemployed youth for self employment.
Social Reforms

The second conference of the Jamiath Ulama Andhra Pradesh appeals the Muslim Community to set their as per the teaching of Quran and the Prophet (peach be upon him) and fulfill the responsibility of delivering good teachings of and prohibiting from social and other evils to all the members of the community. The Organisation feels that where the recent developments in science and technology have brought comfort and pleasures in the lives of human beings; they have also brought a series of unimaginable evils, and diseases, by not following the religious teachings and moral values. The religious scholars and the person having influence over society should play their role in this respect.
