Resolutions passed by 27th General Session of Jamiat Ulama-i-Hind held on 9th March 2003 at Ramlila Ground, Delhi
Resolution 1

Stop vicious campaign against Madrasas

Confirmation of constructive role of Madrasas in the educational development of the community and demand to force communal organizations, RSS, VHP and Bajrang Dal to desist from their vicious campaign.

Resolution 3

Ban on Communal Organizations

Demand for ban on communal organization specially RSS, VHP and Bajrang Dal.

Resolution 4

Dalit Muslim Unity

Considering the Dalit Muslim unity most pressing need of the time the session resolved to:

1. Develop good social relations with Dalits keeping with Islamic traditions.

2. To extend joint food programme.

3. Joint Dalit Muslim meetings extensively. 

4. Utmost cooperation with Dalits.

Resolution 5

Reservation for Muslims  

In view of the increasing decline in the representation of Muslims at all levels the session demands:

1. Proportionate reservation in all walks of life including Jobs, education and legislature. 

2. The discriminative implementation of reservation to a few Muslim backward classes under Mandal commission should be checked forthwith and quota should be fixed equitably.

Resolution 6

POTA

Demand to scrap POTA and immediate release of persons arrested under POTA
Resolution- 7

Implementation of IMDT ACT 

Indian citizen are being harassed on the pretext of Bangladeshi infiltration or ISI especially in border areas of West Bengal, Assam, Tripura and Bihar. The move aims at expulsion of Muslims who are genuine Citizen of this country. In his respect efforts are on to scrap IMDT Act or amend it as per the wishes of communalist brigade. Therefore, this session of Jamiat Ulama-i-Hind demands that this important act should not be interfered with rather the Govt. must implement it in the whole country.

Resolution- 8

Communal Riots 

Legislation for compensation of Communal riots victims and necessary punitive measures to control riots.

The govt. has totally failed in fulfilling its constitutional duty to protect the life and property of citizens. Minorities especially Muslims are the worst victims of communal riots. Therefore this session reiterates the pending demand presented earlier to President of India with 2.1 million signatures for remedial legislation namely: 

1. In the light of various Judgments of High Courts and supreme court law should be enacted to provide just and equitable compensation to the victims.

2. Law should be enacted to provide punitive measures to the police and Administration officials who fail to control riots within specified period.

Resolution 9
Cow slaughter

Condemnation of communal campaign against Muslims on the issue of Cow slaughter. Advise to Muslims not to get involved in the controversy.

Resolution 10

Communalization of Education 

Demand from Govt. to refrain from defacement and communalization of History and Education syllabus.

Resolution 11

Palestine

Expressing its complete solidarity with the oppressed people of Palestine this session condemns the Israeli aggression and demands that:

1. UNO and World community should compel Israel to vacate immediately occupied Arab territories. 

2. Formation of an independent Palestinian state.

3. Rehabilitation of uprooted Palestinian people.

4. To force Israel to refrain from aggression and ensure protection and security of people living in relief camps.

Resolution 12

Iraq

Condemnation of American aggression against Iraq and appeal from UNO, world community and Non-aligned countries to prevail upon USA to refrain from war and to lift sanctions against Iraq. 

Resolution 13

Wakf Properties
In order to protect the Wakf properties and utilization of its income for just and beneficial purposes this session demands form the Central and State Governments that:

1. Wakf Act 1995 must be implemented honestly in order to manage the Wakf properties and expend its income for the intended purposes.

2. Exempation of Wakf properties from Rent Control Act. 

Resolution 14
Formation of a New Political Party

This session acknowledges the need to broadly assess the issue of formation of a new political party representing the minorities, Dalits, backward classes and secular elements from all sects and communities. For this purpose seven members committee is constituted which will submit its report within 3 months maximum.
